ZEK-1 Zoom Encoder Kit is an electromechanical device that
adds automatic zoom positioning to the camcorder mounted
on PTR-10/10T MARK Il Robotic Pan Tilt Head.

Assembly

There are two sections in this chapter. We will describe
different parts of the ZEK-1 in the first section and the assembly
procedure will be outlined in the second section.

Product Parts
The table below lists all the parts that you will find in the
product package.

Name Descriptions
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Zoom Encoder

The gear should engage with the
camcorder’s zoom ring and the 4-pin
mini-DIN connector should be
connected to the Zoom Sensor port on
the PTR-10/10T MARK Il. The snap-and-
lock mini-din connector of the remote
cable will be securely fastened once
plugged into the Remote port. To
remove, use two fingers to gently hold
the part of the plug labelled by two
arrows then pull the connector
outward.

Note: The size of the gear attached to
the zoom encoder is M0.8. A spare
screw and an MO0.6 gear are provided in
a plastic zipper bag. The size of the gear
used should match the size of the zoom
ring on your camcorder.
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Metal Bar The metal bar holds the zoom encoder
in place.
